Student Magazines of the 1920s
 A Year in Review
Students will design a 7-8 page (double sided) magazine representing a year in review from the twenties.  Use popular teenage magazines of today (e.g. Rolling Stone, YM, Teen, etc.) as a template for creating your own “trendy” magazine.  Then relate the material in the “Turbulent Twenties”, a.k.a. “Roaring Twenties”, a.k.a. “Jazz Age” in your magazine.  This will be your chapter 24 test.  Pairs of students will present their magazines to the class on the assigned due date.

It must contain all of the following:

- A cover to the magazine to include an original title with your names.


- A table of contents with the appropriate page #s listed.


- At least 5 advertisements. (“homemade”/modified)

- One Music Review.  (You need to listen to the song.)

- One Car or technology Review.


- One Fashion or Sports Review.


- One Political or Movie Review.


- One Literary Review


- One Fad Review.


- One personality in science.  (Ask Mrs. Hodderson for details.)


- One graph.  (Ask Mrs. Harrington for details.)

- A bibliography (works cited) will be on the last page.  Use the M.L.A. format. (Please use easy bib or noodletools.com using Mrs. Powers’ link under schoolnotes.com)
Required content for reviews:

Reviews should basically include the six “w”s, who, what, when, where, why, and how.  (Yes, “how” has a “w” in it.)  It must also include your opinion on the subject.  I want the link or source printed on the bottom of the page or end of the review.  You get NO CREDIT unless I see it.
Tips for reviews:

Don’t hesitate to use humor. (Only if you think you are funny.)  Keep in mind, if you pick 1925, for example, you may comment on a song that came out the year before.  If it is something that would still be popular,(ie. a classic) then it is OK to include in the magazine.  This didn’t happen too often as many fads became extremely popular then went out of style quickly.  A creative interview on a famous person would satisfy any of the review requirements.  e.g.  An interview with Calvin Coolidge would satisfy the political review requirement.
Topics from the text book that you might want to focus on are:

Section 1: anarchists, Red Scare, communists, Sacco & Vanzetti   Section 2: Harding, normalcy, Coolidge, Teapot Dome, Isolationism   Section 3: assembly line, Tin Lizzy, Ford, installment buying, national brands, advertising   Section 4: Lindbergh, 19th Amendment, radio, movies, music, sports, fads, Harlem Renaissance   Section 5: KKK, Volstead Act, organized crime, Al Capone, Hoover, Prohibition, Speakeasy

Notes on magazine assembly:
Advertisements should be attractive and make your reader desire the product.  They are not all located on one page.  Remember-magazine pages are back to back.  You need two items on each page.  Your initials must appear at the end of each review, so I know how much work that was completed by each student.  It is not mandatory, but binding can be done at STAPLES or another printing store.  It costs about a buck or two.  (Oh yeah, assembly is not to be done the day the magazine is due.)  Biblio and Table of Contents are the two last things to be completed.  Allow the day before it is due to take care of any unforeseen problems.  (There will be some!)
Notes on teamwork:

Pairs NEED to communicate with each other throughout the period that we work on the assignments.  We will basically have only two weeks to complete the entire chapter. Use your time wisely.  You also NEED to plan how and when to assemble your magazine.  Let me know ASAP if there are any issues with your partner’s work ethic.  Your initials must appear at the end of each review/requirement, so I know how much work was completed by each student.  DUE TOMORROW is a plan for you and your partner to identify who is doing what and what day the specific assignments will be completed.  This is a homework assignment.  Use the backward planning method (see below) to create your plans. 
Backward Planning Method

1. Understand your task / assignment fully.

2. Identify your due date / hard time  (time that can not be adjusted).

3. Plan the critical issues  / tasks first.

4. Coordinate with necessary individuals.   (parents and partner)

5. Break project up into smaller pieces and assign yourself due dates for these.

6. Plan time near the end for unforeseen problems.  You will have some!

Notes on bibliography:
If you get info from the internet, I want the link printed on the bottom of the page or end of  the review.  Info MUST BE IN YOUR OWN WORDS!!! Absolutely no exceptions.  Don’t copy even a sentence from another source.  This includes one another!  If there is any doubt about the expectations it is YOUR responsibility to ask.  Plagiarism results in a failing grade on the entire assignment, and disciplinary action.  (Reference your student handbook.)  Parent Signature X_____________________________________
