Task: 
Part 1:  Research – complete the attached research thoroughly with supporting details!  You are encouraged to do more research.
Part 2:  Scrapbook - You are a UNION or CONFEDERATE general, soldier, civilian, slave, child or President (Lincoln or Davis) during the Civil War and you need to create a BOUND scrapbook that must include the following:
1. Cover page that includes your Civil War name, your side, your role, the time period the scrapbook covers, and a picture that captures your identity.
2. 1 CAPTIONED page that would represent the goal of your side as well as any advantages/disadvantages of your side.
3. 1 CAPTIONED page that reflects your life (political feelings, financial status, what you do socially, beliefs (religion, slavery, women), etc.

4. 1 CAPTIONED page that includes the consequences of the civil war (positive and negative). 
NOTE:  Minimal white space allowed on each page.  All items must be primary sources, not made up/created.

Scrapbook suggestions:  famous quotes, captioned photos, letters, songs, diary entries, headlines, posters, advertisements, brochures, newsletters…

Part 3:  Paragraph - Choose one of the pages (not the cover) and write a 7-10 sentence paragraph explaining the page to someone that cannot see the page.  Your paragraph should include the following:

· Lead or hook

· Topic sentence

· Supporting details

· Transition words

· Conclusion sentence

· Spelling, punctuation, grammar counts!

Part 4:  Presentation – Everyone will be required to share their scrapbook in small groups.  In addition, each person will present the page and paragraph to the entire class.
