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                Digital Citizenship Unit ~ Study Guide Vocabulary Words 

Digital Citizenship--- Acting ethically and responsibly when accessing digital information , respecting the creative rights of the digital global community.
Intellectual Property—Property that is created through the mind or intellect.  ie. poems, stories, inventions, data, patents , movies, music. Copyright, Patent and Trademark are “licenses” that protect the  different types of  intellectual property— see chart below BUT you do not need the “license” in order to be protected.  These licenses were created so artists would share their work and still own the rights to them.
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Plagiarism—To take the work of someone else and submit it as you own without giving credit to the person that created it.  If it is not your Intellectual Property you may not use it without crediting the owner.
Fair Use --Allows the use of copyrighted materials to be used for educational purposes (or for non-profit use) Basically—these are the exceptions to the Copyright rules that can be used in schools.  But some of the following guidelines must apply:
 1.PURPOSE-- if the copies are made spontaneously and are used temporarily.
 2 HOW MUCH-- copying a paragraph is ok but copying a chapter fair use may be questionable. 
3. WHO LOSES $$-- If copying does not result in the loss of money to artists/creators
4.ARTISTIC INTENT--- If intent is to adapt  original work for artistic expression/parody.

(students do not need to memorize these—just be aware of the concept of Fair Use)
Piracy—To illegally copy or download copyrighted material .

File Sharing—Providing access to digitally stored information/music on servers or websites. File sharing is not necessarily illegal—some artists choose to share (see Creative Commons) but you must be aware of the level of protection --Peer 2 Peer  sharing music and videos often involve pirated works—you need to be sure you are have copyright permission. 
Creative Commons—the digital-era answer to copyright for those artistic creators that wish to share their works –there are  various levels for which they agree to share (almost all levels include giving credit to the creator)

Public Domain—Any work that has “expired” –this means that noone “owns the rights” anymore and they are available to the public for free (you still need to credit the source, as it is not your own work (see plagiarism)  The US Government photographs and other works are also available in the public domain.

Copyright Myths—

Even if there is no (c) a work is still protected—

Just because you bought it you can make a copy and give it to whoever you want  (Not true—sorry!)

Just because you didn’t make money from illegal downloading makes it ok (sorry--false again)
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(C) Copyright --protects books, music, plays, poems, art,etc.
