1.Main Idea: Famine in Africa
Summary  (brief and in your own words): The drought and subsequent famine in East Africa  is resulting in  the death of thousands of Somali  adults and children .  Refugees camps are being set up in surrounding countries like Kenya  but still there is not enough food to save them all.  In Providence, RI a company is sending over a nutritious "plumpynut" that has  potential to  save  some of the  most serious  malnourished  cases.
2. Question: What is plumpynut—can you grow it ? 
Answer : It is not a plant but a mixture of peanuts and other vitamins and minerals in a tube so no water is needed to mix with it.
